Examples include anti-hazing policy
documents, providing details, communication plans, etc.

o A clear enforcement process or policy indicating zero tolerance for hazing.
Examples include sharing national as well as Auburn University policies on anti-
hazing, providing resources to report hazing, etc.

ALCOHOL POLICY AT RECRUITMENT OR INTAKE EVENTS

o A clear communication plan to address the organization’s alcohol policy to
members and prospective members. Examples include reviewing expectations,
rules, or policies, while providing details of a communication plan, etc.

o A clear enforcement process or policy indicating zero tolerance for alcohol at
recruitment or intake events. Examples include enforcement of policies through
standards or judicial processes, providing details of a communication plan, etc.
